| recently visited Weihai (China),
and a few cities in Korea (Seoul,
Kyungju, and Pohang). Squeez-
ing in three cities in two different
countries, two seminars, one
speaking engagement, and four
meetings in a 5-day period was
demanding. Yet, with God's
grace and help from brothers and
sisters in Christ, | was able to
complete the trip without a hitch.
And, once again | came back
with a sobering thought: “We
need to get our students involved
in more international trips.”

| was in my third year of college
when | first traveled abroad. |
was fortunate enough to travel to
Hong Kong, Beijing, and Korea
for six months. | also lived and
studied in Washington, D.C., for
5 months. What did | learn from
these experiences? | learned four
main things:

1. to appreciate cultural, social,
and linguistic differences

2. to appreciate the parents
and family for support and
love

3. to develop humility

4. to push myself to learn and
grow more so that | can fulfill
God’s calling (though I didn’t
know exactly what that was)

Many students, particularly high
school students, feel that they
“know” everything. They feel as
though they have figured out how
the world works. They even think
they know more than the parents
and teachers! | understand that
misperception. It's all too com-
mon. Yet, we cannot dismiss
that as a just another error be-
cause, sooner or later, our stu-
dents will come to realize their
place in the world. And, if possi-
ble, it's better to help them ex-
perience the reality now rather
than later. This is one of the
main reasons why NCA became
an IB School. This is why | have
been traveling extensively for the
past few years, to connect NCA
with other schools in Asia.

In the past, our students have
visited Brazil, Mexico, and Ko-
rea. And, in the near future, we
expect to work with schools in
countries such as India and
Kazakhstan in Asia, and vari-
ous other schools in Europe,
Australia, South America and
Africa.

This year, we are going to visit
China (Weihai and Beijing), and
Korea (Seoul and Wonju). Not
only will we be visiting and ex-
periencing different cultures,
we will be serving the local
schools as English instructors
and teachers aides.

| ask both students and parents
to seriously consider the oppor-
tunity to travel with teachers to
Asia this year. It promises to be
one of the most memorable
and rewarding experiences in
one’s high school career.
